A purebred dog is, by definition, the result of a mating between a male and a female of the same breed, both duly registered. In Canada, every puppy is registered with the Canadian Kennel Club. If you reside outside the country, you will be able to register your puppy with the recognized organization in your country of residence.

Acquiring a purebred dog also means that the breeder maintains up-to-date genealogical records (pedigree) and is legally required to provide certain guarantees. Conversely, any dog sold without a Canadian Kennel Club certificate must be considered a crossbreed; therefore, the term “purebred” cannot apply, even if it is claimed. Choosing a purebred dog also offers greater predictability in terms of its development, both physically and behaviorally.

Each litter is carefully planned, taking into account the quality, achievements, background, and health testing of the parents. The goal is to produce high-quality puppies that meet the breed standard, possess abilities for hunting and obedience, and have a balanced, joyful, and sociable temperament—qualities that make the Flat-coated Retriever an exceptional companion.

Now that you have explored our website, you know more about the Flat-coated Retriever and may be convinced that it is the ideal dog for you.
